For example, many children with this diagnosis may have anxiety issues or hyperactivity.  Many physicians have found that these behaviors can have a medical basis due to environmental exposures, infections, food allergies and other factors.  Our child, and many others with this diagnosis, are particularly sensitive to the following...

· Perfumes/Colognes

· Cleaning Supplies (Bleach, detergents, cleaners, air fresheners)

· Strong deodorants and hair products with any kind of scent

· Food items including sugar, preservatives, food colorings and processed foods with gluten and dairy
· New carpet and paint without proper off-gassing

· Wireless internet and cell phone usage during sessions

If our child is exposed to any of the above items, he may exhibit symptoms such as:  anxiety, hyperactivity, head-banging, headaches, lack of compliance, lack of concentration and fatigue immediately.  As a longer lasting impact, it may cause gastrointestinal and sleep disturbances as well.  
We hope that you will respect our child and make these accommodations so that our child can be in an optimum learning environment.
